Thank you for volunteering to lend spirit to game days of the Frisco Football League.  The 
following are guidelines / rules for game day: 

 
HOME TEAM 
Announcer 
Scorekeeper 

 
VISITING TEAM 
Chain Gang (3 adults or older teenagers) 

 
RULES FOR GAME DAY: 

 
1. Announcing must be made in an unbiased manner.  Commentating and challenging the 

referee’s calls are not allowed.  Commenting is to be done on a factual basis without slander of 
opponent players, fans, coaches or cheerleaders. 

 
2. Approximately ten minutes before the start of the game, please start preparations in the press 

box.  Preparations should include reviewing team rosters to ensure proper pronunciation of 
names.  If you are not sure of how to pronounce a name ask for the Team Mom to come to the 
booth to help you. 

 
3. Children are not allowed in the Press or Video Box. 

 
4. The football team rosters are announced at the beginning of the game.  The visiting team 

followed by the home team. 
 

5. Use the Press Box announcing book to recognize players by names and jersey numbers. 
 

6. Bumper music is allowed during pre game warm-ups, time-outs and half-time.  Please use 
discretion in music selection. 

 
7. Do not make adjustments on the volume setting controls of the sound equipment. 

 
8. Half-Time:  The cheerleaders will announce their roster and also perform.  The visiting team 

performs followed by the home team.  Cheer squads are encouraged to have an announcer 
who can correctly facilitate the squad’s half time routine. 

 
9. End of Game:  Remind players and fans to be courteous and remove all trash from the field.
